As many of you are aware, Jody Shank was diagnosed with Inflammatory Breast Cancer
last year. Jody has taught Science at MCCS/Legacy since 1985. Following is an update
from Jody:

I have had a constant headache for over two weeks, so | told my doctor when | went to
infusion for chemotherapy last Tuesday. She sent me in on Wednesday for an MRl and |
was told last Thursday that my Inflammatory Breast Cancer has metastasized to my brain. | have over 25
small spots spread throughout my brain and will be receiving whole brain radiation 5 days a week for 3
weeks, which | started on Monday. The staff at M Health in Maple Grove has done a marvelous job
scheduling all but one of my treatments for a time in which | will not miss student contact time, for which |
am very thankful.

Please pray for me as | do my best to continue teaching in spite of the coming side effects. | am told that |
will continue to have headaches because the radiation will cause swelling around the brain and | will
become more and more exhausted as treatment continues. | am also having trouble with nausea from the
medicine | am receiving to reduce the swelling in my brain.
